Crop Report (Monday June 22 through Sunday, June 28, 2026)

David Hall, Serena- The reporting week left us dodging showers and allowed for excess moisture in fields to dry out.  Things dried enough by end of the week to allow for herbicide application to soybeans and cutting hay.  Other activities for the week included working on equipment and mowing road ditches.  By the time you read this, we will be in some sweltering heat and humidity, which the corn will use to grow quickly in height.  Markets are headed lower even with talks of peace falling apart in Iran again.  Rain received for the week was 0.2 inches.  Stay cool and safe!
Ken Beck, Mendota- No report this week.
David Myer, Marseilles-The Monsoon has subsided for the time being as I only received 0.3” the past week but with cooler temps and lack of sun drying was very limited and slow. Late last week sprayers were trying to spray fields without getting stuck and before the corn got any taller. Spraying over the top at this stage is not best choice as it’s more like a rescue treatment but some had drops on their sprayer booms to reach below the canopy of the corn. Bean spraying resumes after the weekend but still watching for wet spots. Warmer temps will help the products used do better control on the weeds. The beans have started blooming, but sure wish more fields had more plant growth as most still very short considering the planting dates.  My wheat is still about 10 days or so away from harvest as kernels were very soft just like the ground conditions.  Cutting hay resumed over the weekend trying to beat the next rain event forecasted to arrive just in time for the 4th of July holiday weekend and we hope the rains do not dampen our 250 years of our country
Ken Bernard, Grand Ridge-For the week we received 1.6” of rain. It came in about 20-30 minutes. Way too fast. The ponds are back full again, maybe even fuller than before. It is going to be a year for the record books. We were able to get a couple of bean fields sprayed before the rain on Wednesday night. The corn looks good where there is good drainage but the areas without good drainage it is yellow and stunted. Same in the beans but even the good, drained fields are showing stress and yellowing. Weeds are very healthy which we do not like that. Looks like this week the guys with wheat will be trying it and there has been some hay cut, do not know if that is good or bad. Going to be hard to get dry. Hopefully everyone stays cool and safe this week.
Geoffrey Janssen, Rutland-After receiving another 2.1 inches of rain since the last report, things are starting to finally dry out. Some soybeans are starting to get sprayed in select fields.  A few Japanese beetles are in my area not an issue at this time but will continue to monitor them. 
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
