Crop Report (Monday May 18 through Sunday, May 25, 2026)

David Hall, Serena- Hot and dry is the theme for the reporting week.  No rain to report, but very enjoyable to be outside with low humidity.  Herbicide and nitrogen are being applied to corn, and lots of hay is being cut.  Most all of the crops have emerged and looking healthy at this time, but they could use a drink of water soon.  Have a safe week!

Ken Beck, Mendota- No rain for the week. We are looking for one. We really don’t need one, but I think everyone would just feel better if we got some rain. Post spraying has begun. The 1st crop of hay is up, and everything is looking pretty good. We are going to get busy for a bit and then it’s pretty much in God’s hands.
David Myer, Marseilles-As the month of May ended, we received a few drops of rain Sunday but nothing more. Crops are growing well with sun and warmer temps but NE winds almost every day. Some corn fields are getting their last pass of nitrogen for this year while others are waiting for last post emergence application for weed control but would like to see rain first. Hay cutting and baling in full swing should have 1st cutting done before rain hopefully moves in this weekend. Wheat looks great but 3-4 weeks away from harvest. Grain prices are falling as crop acres are mostly planted and conditions appear good at this time. My only question that’s going is I cannot figure out why is gas $1 per gallon less in western part of our county when I thought most of the refineries are located in the Joliet area ?? 
Ken Bernard, Grand Ridge-Somewhat of a quite week except for the grain markets, down 2 to 8 or more cents down every day. Doesn't seem to find a resting point to turn it around. Finished baling the better patches of hay and working on the grassy hay now which is easy to get dry with the low humidity days and breezy conditions. Crops are still growing in height along with the weeds. Corn has started to be sprayed; along with some side-dressing of some nitrogen, which is very high priced right now if it was not booked ahead of time. Beans are a bit slower in growing but are doing okay. A rain this weekend sure would be nice. It would also help to weeds be in a better growing phase so that when we spray them, they will take up the chemicals and die better. Looks like weather might change and get more humid and bring in that chance of rain. Have a Safe week!
Geoffrey Janssen, Rutland- A warm and dry week for the southern part of the county , no rainfall to report. Some side dressing of corn going on spraying of corn and soy beans, ditch mowing.
