Crop Report (Monday June 1 through Sunday, June 7, 2026)

David Hall, Serena- Well we were looking for some rain, and rain we received.  Some received more than desired from very spotty weekend storms which resulted in ponded fields.  We received 0.5” for the reporting period.  Earlier in the week, field activities included applying herbicide to corn and soybeans, as well as side-dress applications of nitrogen in the corn.  Hay was put up as well, along with road ditches being mowed.  Markets were down though for the reporting week.  Talk to you next week!

Ken Beck, Mendota- Well what a difference a week makes. We have had one 2 inches of rain up here in the northwestern part of the county. Some people more, some people less. It was spotty but everyone had a decent rain. Things are looking good. It’s going to be difficult to get the post spray on but it will get done.
David Myer, Marseilles-I finally had a reason to find my rain gauges again as last weekend rain started falling, but only light scattered showers started then the flood gates opened in scattered areas of our county some of which are part of my farming operation. My location I report on received a nice 1.25” so far with more to come with more humidity and higher temps.   The corn really started taking off last week as side dressing the corn was the priority though soil was very dry. I have seen floppy corn plants in a few fields which was the result of warm temps and lack of moisture at the topsoil for the roots to grow into the soil, these roots I am told were burnt off because of the conditions. Soybeans are slowly growing but looking good for early June.   Most of the 1st cutting of hay was cut and baled with varied yields, many are worried that hay may be in short supply this year. The Wheat looks very good with little to no disease pressure with all the dry weather, but what affect will that have on the yield at harvest. Grain markets are tanking even earlier this year than the past couple of years.These prices with higher input costs will be a bad mix for farmers this year. Enjoy the weather as summer flies by.
Ken Bernard, Grand Ridge-Well, what a change, as I am writing this report it is raining again, so next week we will definitely have a rain amount to report. For the week we received 2.2" of rain, for some it was close to 3 times as much as we got. It was very dry and we got what we were asking for, many a little bit too much, it came down so hard and fast that I have never seen it pond up in the fields like it did. Corn stalks from last year piled up in fields, waterways and road ditches. Besides the water ponding, the stalks covering up the growing crops is also going to damage the fields. Will just have to wait and assess the damages.  Most of the corn is sprayed, some of the beans are also done. 1st cutting of hay is baled, and the neighbor's wheat fields are turning sooner than other years. So, with the moisture we have now, 2nd crop of soybeans should be a very good idea. Most of the side-dressing of nitrogen on the corn has been completed, but what is left could be challenging. Not much else to report, stay safe and use caution when travelling on roads with ponding water on them, use common sense when driving! Have a wonderful week.
Geoffrey Janssen, Rutland-   fieldwork has been limited in the past week due to several rain events totaling right at 3 inches of rain. Early planted corn is over knee-high shading the Rows .  Herbicide application on corn is complete.  Soybeans are looking good , some first cutting hay has been completed during the drier periods last week.
