Crop Report (Monday June 15 through Sunday, June 21, 2026)

David Hall, Serena- Good morning! Our reporting week was book-ended by big rains with a couple opportunities in between to apply herbicide to corn and bean fields.  Other area activities included spot spraying and working on equipment.  We received 4.6” of moisture for the week. Crops are looking very healthy away from areas of standing water. Some drowned out areas will likely need to be replanted with soybeans in the next two weeks, as it is too late to replant any corn. The main goal with replanting is to keep weed pressure down.  Wheat harvest is approaching quickly. Have a safe week!
Ken Beck, Mendota- It’s suddenly very wet. We have water standing everywhere. We only had 2.0” of rain, but from all the rain events we have had, it’s just standing water. Everything ground to a halt when it came to post spraying. 
David Myer, Marseilles-We survived another week of rain and storms but no damage to report other than crops suffering from the over saturation of the soils after another 2.4” the past week.  Crops look tough and growth is very slow. We were working on plans for corn fields that missed the post emergence spray pass and fields that haven’t got their final nitrogen application as planned. We had Plan A which is not applicable anymore, then plan B that was optimistic then now Plan C which may require aerial applications which means more out of pocket expenses for possibly the highest inputs ever for a single crop year. Wheat has put on the brakes as far as maturity, but hay fields are thriving with new growth. USDA reports indicate that we must be a very small area of Illinois in these conditions but if anyone has driven around the state it’s obvious we are not alone. Please some rain later next month and August as that’s when we will need a boost.
Ken Bernard, Grand Ridge-Another wet week, 3.1" for the week, unbelievable to say the least. Hard to comprehend to completely turn over from too dry to unbelievable wet conditions!  All the wet spots and ponds are full, and we are past the time frame to replant in those spots to get a crop out of them. Spraying still needs to be done, hay is ready to be cut again, but mud, mud, and more mud. So, we will just have to wait and have patience. The weeds are growing and the markets are slipping. That's all we will say on that subject. The neighbor's wheat is turning to the golden color, but all this damp-wet weather is not good on that crop either. Wait and see.
